General Information:
· On-line registration is required. 

· Bring your confirmation e-mail to the class. You must be registered for the class; walk-ins are NOT permitted.

· Attendance to all sessions is required. No exceptions. If you miss any part of the class you will be required to attend another class in its entirety. No refunds will be given.

· Classes are held on day one and day two from 8:30 AM until approximate 4:00 PM. Day three runs from 8:30 until approximately 3:00 PM.  Some days may end a little earlier. Parents are expected to pick up their children on time.

· Bring paper and # 2 pencils/pens to take notes. Law books and other handouts will be given out but note taking is required.

· Bring lunch/snacks for each day of the session.

· Cell phones must be turned off and anyone caught using the phone during class may be dismissed.

· There are any number of search engines that provide maps and directions for the venue.

· The USSF will send each person who completes a course an ID card; this usually takes 6-12 weeks. We have no control over this.

· Uniforms are available from local sporting goods stores and on-line companies. Ask the instructors for more information.

Grade 8 Class:

· Minimum age is 14 years by the first day of class. NO EXCEPTIONS.

· This is a 3 day class. 

· Successful completion allows the individual to officiate travel soccer matches
· The test, given at the endo of the day, is 100 questions and passing is 75%. To assist attendees an Entry Level Class review is posted on line. 
· If you do not pass the test you have 90 days to re-take and pass.  Otherwise you will have to repeat the course in full.
· The individual usually obtains assignments from a registered USSF assignor. A listing by league is found on our registered referee page on line.  Contact the assignor in your area.
