Entry Level Grade 8 Referee Classes
In order better educate our new referees and service the game at a higher level; we have revamped the Entry Level Grade 8 Referee Course to reflect this ongoing process.  The course is now 3 days with the additional day for an “on field”/mechanics session, restart test, USSF Test, review, and registration.

In addition to the updated course content, we needed to re-establish smaller classes (max 50 min 40) with NJSRC Area Coordinators involvement to secure locations that meet the course requirements (see below).  NJSRC will now be sponsoring the new classes and they will be held regionally to accommodate several leagues at the same time.
As to the courses themselves, they will be held the first weekend in Aug through the last weekend in Sept (no class on Labor Day or Columbus Day weekend) for Fall Season and February – March (no class on President Weekend).   Locations will be based by League Area and will be as follows: 
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· A facility suitable for an educational experience is required (school cafeterias are not acceptable) as well as a gym for field session. The class room must be big enough to hold 50 people comfortably, and must be set up classroom style. This means desks and chairs or tables with benches so the attendees can take notes and write for the exam. All attendees must be able to face the front of the room/instructor. Thus, round tables or banquet style set up are NOT permitted.
· A screen or white wall must be available so that an LCD may be used to project slides and videos.   

· The minimum will be 40 persons and the maximum will be 50 persons. 
· The course is 24 hours of classroom time, and persons in NJ must be age 14 years on the first day of the class to participate. No exceptions. Persons must pay the prevailing fee in advance as set by the NJSRC for participation in the course. No exceptions
· Persons must attend all 24 hours at the same location. No exceptions. Those who do not attend all 24 hours will not be eligible for the examination and registration. There are no refunds. 
· Examinations will be given only on the day noted as the examination and registration day of the course. Persons missing the examination may take it on any examination/registration day in subsequent Entry Level courses provided it is within 3 months of completing the original course.
